through the Congregational Investment Program, which allows
congregations to have reserve funds managed through the
Foundation with Fiera Capital, the Foundation’s Fund Manager

through individual gift funds that allow people to give a
special gift (cash, securities, or other immediate gifts) to a
congregation, outreach ministry, or mission partner
